Message From Our Executive Direcior

We hope you and your families are safe and healthy during this global pandemic. It has been a very challenging
time for all of us. Although our CYO facilities and programs have been largely shut down, the CYO has continued to
serve the community in a number of ways. Our Pre School staff has transitioned well to the remote teaching model
and has effectively stayed engaged with our students and their families. The CYO has also been operating the Bromley
Center Food Pantry through our partnership with the Township of Hamilton. Many groups have supported this effort
which is serving an increasing number of families during this financial crisis many are faced with now. Lastly, the CYO
has partnered with the Capital Area YMCA in providing 300 Grab and Go lunches every weekday at our two Trenton
community centers. Our families are very appreciative of these services!

Certainly this public health emergency has caused much financial stress for the CYO and all non-profit agencies.
The monthly tuition for all our Pre School and After School Programs came to a screeching halt in mid March. And as of
this message, the CYO is unsure if we will be able to run our Summer Day Camps (and a few Summer programs have
already been cancelled).

Recovering from these financial losses will be quite challenging. We are asking our friends and
supporters to consider making a donation to the CYO securely online through our website (cyomercer.org) or
sending your donation to the main CYO Office, 920 South Broad Street, Trenton, NJ 08611. Thank you for your
consideration. We are praying that our buildings will be full of laughing children again very soon.

CENTENNIAL ANNIVERSARY OF 920 SOUTH BROAD STREET

At a time when movie theaters may become a thing of the past, they can still serve a great purpose. For example, one
movie theater in Trenton, NJ welcomes 90 pre-schoolers and over 100 school-age students each school day. In the winter, that
location has housed a youth basketball league for the past 67 years. In the summer months, this building also provides a safe
environment for over 200 children to play and learn.

Opening in 1920, Trenton’s second largest movie house, the RKO Broad Theater, has seen everything from vaudeville
acts, ticket prices of $0.25, and special events such as a wedding and boxing matches; those last two are unrelated. In an
attempt to help the WWII effort, the theater even offered a free two-hour show to youngsters who brought in wrapped waste fats.

In 1962, the Diocese of Trenton purchased the theater, an idea of Rev. Leonard Toomey, in hopes of converting it to a
recreation hall. Some of the activities offered included basketball in the new gymnasium, ceramics on the 3rd floor, or archery
in the basement. Now at 100 years old, the building has never seen more activity serving as the home to a Pre-School, After-
School Program, and Summer Camp. The next time you find yourself in the lobby of that historical building, take note of the
architecture and layout. You may even be able to still smell the fresh popcorn once served there. Lastly, if you want to honor
the memory of the theater at home, you can stream the last two movies to be shown there: “Heller in Pink Tights” and “This
Rebel Breed.”
